.‘\' ,J In Chodesh Elul, we begin the process of introspection. This
WP process culminates on Yom Kippur. Whereas our Sephardic
brethren recite Selichot throughout the entire month, our
practice is to blow the Shofar at Shacharit and recite Psalm
27 at both Shacharit and Mincha for the month of Elul. We
begin our Selichot recitation very early on the Sunday morning before

Rosh Hashana.

The Hebrew letters for Elul: “Aleph, Lamed, Vov, Lamed,” are used by the
Midrash to represent the famous verse in Shir Hashirim: “Ani LDodi
V’Dodi Li,” — “l am my beloved and my beloved is mine.” The “beloved”
represents G-d; thus, throughout Elul our introspection and Tshuva are

designed to recover our love and reconciliation with G-d.
